EVERY Thursday Night after school: Science Tutorial Program held in 
Room M-104 from 3:05 – 4:35 PM (report no later than 3:40). Any student 
who is currently taking a science class can come. The emphasis is mainly 
on Physical Science and Biology, but any science student may come in 
for help. Mr. Cantrell is serving as the tutor for this program. 
 
New Saturday Science Recovery Program (see dates on page 1) 
Who can apply: Any science student that is recommended by their current 
science teacher. Each student should talk with their current science 
teacher about this. 
How to apply: Get an application from your current science teacher, fill it 
out, and get this completed form to Ms. Gerber in the main office no later 
than the Thursday before the Saturday that you intend to come, no later 
than 3:05. 
Basics about this program: This program is designed to allow science 
students who got less than a 70% on their first nine weeks’ report card a 
way to “recover” and earn points to add to their last report card, up to a 
maximum of a 70%. Each teacher decides how many points their 
individual students can earn to improve their report card grade. 
Where to report: Math/Science Computer Lab, Main Bldg. lower floor. Can 
sign in at following intervals: 8:00, 9:30, 11:00, 12:30, 1:10, 2:45. Check 
with your science teacher for the exact amount of time you must serve. 
You must work on Science, as determined by your science teacher. Ask 
your science teacher to write exactly what you are to work on on your 
application sheet. 
Mr. Pinnix and Mr. Cantrell are serving as supervisors for this program at 
this time.
